F.O.G., or fats, oils and grease, clogs 
drains and pipes and causes wastewater 
backups into your business and         
overflows in the community. The City of  
Temple spends a lot of time each year 
responding to backups and overflows, 
and those costs could be passed on to 
the customers. In order to keep costs 
down and to protect public health, we 
are implementing new, proactive          
approaches to help prevent problems 
before they  happen. This brochure      
introduces the highlights of the new    
requirements for facilities with grease 
traps, established by Ordinance 2017-
4863. Please review this information 
carefully and contact us if you have any 
questions or concerns. 
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Persons who own and/or operate a 
grease generating facility must : 

 Maintain their grease trap in     
effective operating condition 

 Have your grease trap pumped at 
least once every 90 days* 

 Use a transporter that is permitted 
by the City of Temple 

 A manifest (or trip ticket), provided 
by the maintenance company for 
each pump out, must be signed by 
you and kept onsite for at least 
three  (3) years 

 Do not use additives in your grease 
trap unless you receive written    
authorization from the City 

 Immediately report clean up all 
spills 

*Facilities that have grease traps 
where the accumulation of grease 
and solids is in excess of 25% must 
have it serviced more frequently.

Ordinance No. 2017-4863 requires that all 

grease traps must be pumped at least once 

every 90 days or when the grease and solids 

reach 25% of the wetted height of the trap.

 6 in. of Grease 

 10 in. of Solids 

 32 in. Total Depth 

 

(Grease + Solids)  =  (6” + 10”) 
    Total Depth           32” 
 
 
 16”     =     50% 
 32”’ 
 
Because the grease and solids are 

more than 25%, the grease trap 

needs to be evacuated immediately, 

and the pumping frequency will 

need to be increased to maintain 

the trap in an effective operating 

condition.

A City of Temple Environmental Programs 
Technician will visit your facility to verify your 
grease trap is serviced at least once every 
ninety (90) days. The technician will ask to 
see your manifests (pumping records) from a 
permitted transporter, conduct an inspection 
of your kitchen and/or measure the            
accumulation of grease and solids in your 
grease trap. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The technician may increase the frequency of 
your grease evacuations if your interceptor is 
undersized or needs additional maintenance. 
A Notice of Violation (NOV) may be issued to 
your facility for a variety of non-compliance 
issues, including but not limited to, failure to 
service your grease trap as scheduled, not 
having manifests onsite, and/or not using a 
permitted transporter.
